CONTESTS 

• Clubhouse Credit Book Payout 
• 75% to Gross & Net Play + KPs 
• 25% to Skins Game 

• Division 1: KP on #3, #10 (ball on green) 
• Division 2: KP on #6, #16 (ball on green) 

 

SCORING 

• Scorecards: The official scorecard will be the digital scorecard submitted by each player in the Golf 
Genius app.  Paper scorecards will be provided for tracking and notes but will not be accepted. 

• Format: Individual stroke play over 18 holes with maximum ONE replayed shot per hole. No carryover to 
next hole. Unused MULLIGANS are lost forever! 

o MULLIGANS must be played from a position no closer to the hole and within one club length tee 
to green, and within 6” on the green from where the original shot came to rest (not from your 
preferred lie) and must remain in the same type of lie (e.g., fairway, rough, etc.)   

o MULLIGANS must be played immediately. The golfer cannot leave the area of the shot to look for 
his ball and then decide to take a mulligan (Pace of Play).  

o If a MULLIGAN is used, the golfer has the option to choose which ball to play (the original ball or 
the replayed ball) on the subsequent shot 

o MULLIGANS may be used on KP holes, but do not qualify for KP competitions  
 

FROM THE COMMITTEE 

• All play from the WHITE tees. 
• Preferred Lies. 

o Lift, clean and place tee to green within one club length no closer to the hole. In penalty areas 
(including bunkers) play it as it lies.  

o Lift, clean and place on the green within 6” no closer to the hole.  
o Lie must retain same playing condition e.g. fairway, rough, fringe, etc.  

• Local Rules are in effect and listed on back of course scorecard. 
 

PACE OF PLAY 

• Arrive at tee box at least 5 minutes before designated tee time. 
• Ready golf, always. We expect every group to keep up with the group in front of them and we expect 

groups to play in 4 hours, 20 minutes or less 
• NEW RULE IN 2026: All players/teams in a group that don’t finish the round within 4 hours, 30 minutes 

OR within 15 minutes of the group in front of them will be assessed a 1 stroke penalty
